	Samuel & Henrietta Barnett, 

Social Reformers – 17th June
Samuel Augustus Barnett was born in Bristol on 8th February 1844.  He was ordained in 1868 and became curate at St Mary’s, Bryanston Square, London.  He married Henrietta Rowland, an heiress (who was born in Clapham on 4th May 1851) in 1873. Samuel then moved to became Vicar of St Jude, Whitechapel.  Appalled at the abject poverty in London’s East End (half of all children died before reaching the age of 5 as a result of malnutrition or poverty-related diseases) they founded a Settlement at Toynbee Hall (Whitechapel).  They also founded the Workers’ Educational Association (still active, which ran the Computer Course for us recently) in an effort to improve the education (& job prospects) of the local people.  In the early years of the 20th century they worked to establish Hampstead Garden Suburb as an estate where people of all classes, conditions and ages would co-exist happily in houses and cottages on beautiful tree lined streets with woods and open spaces available to all.  (In the 21st century, the ‘deserving poor’ are now conspicuous there only by their absence).  Samuel became a Canon of  Bristol Cathedral and later, of Westminster Abbey.  He died on 17th June 1913.  Henrietta founded and served on a number of organisations set up to improve the conditions of the poor in London’s East End.  She was made Dame Commander of the Order of the British Empire and died on 10th June 1936. They had no children of their own but adopted a girl.
